
Muslim civilians
were forced to
seek refuge in the
Baptist facility.
Neville said when
they saw how the
attending Christian
church met their
needs, they were
amazed at their
welcome and how
they shared the love of Christ. Since then, former “chains” have
been broken, especially in the South. Christians have been invited
into the Muslim homes and they are now fellowshipping together.
A relief project has been started, fresh drinking wells are being
dug, and the community is partnering with the church in that area.
Some are now attending church services. PTL!

     Missionary Terry Childers and Bible Pathway
staff members loaded a rental truck with
approximately 4000 lbs. of Bibles and The Best of
Bible Pathway commentaries enroute to Westland,
MI, where they will be added to a 40 ft. sea
container that holds between 8 and 10 tons of
Scripture and printed materials.

John Sabat, a Christian Egyptian
living in the Nashville, TN area, came by recently to pick up Bible
Pathway in Arabic for his church.

Beginning with Pentecost: They were all
amazed and marvelled, saying one to another. . . . how hear we
every man in our own tongue, wherein we were born. . . .
