Dear Ones,

Most of us believe that we’re living in an awesome time
of prophetic history and we have been chosen to be included.
When the Apostles asked our Lord what shall be the sign of
Thy coming, and of the end of the world? Jesus answered . . .
Take heed that no man deceive you. . . . Ye shall be hated of
all nations. . . . iniquity shall abound, the love of many
shall wax cold. But he that shall endure unto the end, the
same shall be saved. And this Gospel . . . shall be preached
. . . unto all nations; and then shall the end come (Matt.
24:3-14).

We do not know all the details of the end-time events
given by Jesus in Matthew 24 or described in the Books of
Daniel and Revelation concerning the Prince of Peace estab-
lishing peace on earth. But obviously we do know, without a
doubt, the time is short and that Jesus also said: Be ye
therefore ready also: for the Son of man cometh at an hour
when ye think not (Luke 12:40). Our utmost concern should be
to redeem the time, because the days are evil (Eph. 5:16).

God esteems above His Name His only inspired Guide as to
what He expects us to do (Ps. 138:2). This means that it is
better, (by far), to know the content of the Bible than all
other books in the world. The Lord has given us the privilege
of distributing His Guide to Life Eternal. What a high honor!
Because of this we are praying to distribute 400,000 more
Bibles by the end of 2011 in celebration of the 400th anni-
versary of the translation of the KJV 1611 Bible into English.

Funds are still needed to publish a complete KJV Bible
with hundreds of pages of Bible Pathway notes on about 200
major in-depth subjects. Archaic words in today’s English
verses will be in bold with today’s meaning at the bottom of
the page. Not one verse of the inspired Word of God that we
have had for the past 400 years will be left out.

The Holy Spirit inspired His chosen ones to write both
the Old and New Testaments saying: If any man shall add unto
these things, God shall add unto him the plagues that are
written in this Book: And if any man shall take away from the
words of the Book of this prophecy, God shall take away his
part out of the Book of Life (Rev. 22:18-19). Ye shall not
add unto the Word which I command you, neither shall ye di-
minish ought from it, that ye may keep the Commandments of
the Lord your God which I command you (Deut. 4:2). Why? For
400 years we have believed that: All Scripture is given by
inspiration of God (II Tim. 3:16), and our Bible Pathway
Bible will provide possibly 200 in-depth teaching explana-

tions because of taking seriously our sacred responsibility
to Go ... teach all nations ... to observe all things what-
soever I have commanded you (Matt. 28:18-20).

We hope to print the Bible Pathway Special Edition King
James Bible and ship them overseas for about $7 each. The
details are still being negotiated, but we continue to com-
pile it. Mailing prices, paper, and economic conditions are
very unstable. But, I know of no need in the world today
that is more vital than Bibles and an awareness to under-
stand the will of God.

We must publish a minimum of 25,000 copies with each
printing. To initiate this, we need $70,000 before we can
begin the first printing of the Bible Pathway Bible (KJV).
At this time we have about $50,000 (PTL!) which has been
designated for the publication of this Bible. $140 will pro-
vide 20 copies of this Bible. $1,400 will provide a Bible
for more than 200 who are hungry for all the Truth. Just $7
will provide this precious gift to one family. But to ful-
fill all the Lord has laid on my heart we will need $400,000
this year.

What a joy to know that our efforts will be greeted by
the Lord who has said: Lay up for yourselves treasures in
heaven . . . where thieves do not break through nor steal
and we too will hear Him say: Well done, thou good and
faithful servant (Matt. 6:20-21; 25:21).

May the Lord continue to richly bless you and your loved
ones as you faithfully allow Him to be Lord of your life.
